	Renaissance

In French, means “Rebirth”

During this style period, people tried to bring back the arts of the Ancient Greeks.
	1450 - 1600 
	Invention of printing press by Johannes Gutenberg, in 1450, made it possible to print music.

Songs were often sung with very little or without any instruments.

Musicians worked for the church or for patrons.

A traveling musician was called a “minstrel.”

	Baroque

The word baroque means “ugly or deformed pearl.”

During this time, artists and musicians worked to show the beauty in ugliness. 

	1600 - 1750
	Music was controlled by the ideas of the artists and musicians in Italy.
Composers tried to express a many ideas and feelings.

A type of play that told through singing, called an opera, becomes popular.

The music has very long and complicated phrases (or parts.)
Instruments: organ and clavier

	Classical


	1750 - 1800
	Public concerts become more popular.

Music was not supposed to be hard to listen to. 
The music has shorter and simpler phrases (or parts.)
Instrument: piano
(invented in 1700 and becomes popular)
	Wolfgang Amadeus Mozart (1756 – 1791)

	Romantic


	1800 - 1900
	Program music, music that tells a story without words, becomes popular. Example: Beethoven’s Third symphony (beginning)
Composers use new musical ideas, new combinations of instruments to write music.
	Frederic Chopin 
(1810 – 1849)
